1. Reqistration Procedure

The 2012 Karate Budokan International World Championships is a closed
tournament.

Registrations will only be accepted from recognised international heads of
delegation.

Registration of competitors and officials for the 2012 Karate Budokan World
Championships is open with effect from 15" January 2012. The closing dated
for registrations is 30 April 2012.

All registration forms for competitors and officials are to be submitted to the
appropriate head of delegation or a person nominated by him/her with payment
of the entry fee. All registration forms must be validated by the head of
delegation.

Heads of delegations will be responsible for completing and returning a
spreadsheet (to be issued soon) which is to be completed and submitted to the
UK organising team. The spreadsheet will contain the information required by
the organising team summarising each competitor’s details, the competition
categories entered and the fee paid. A separate spreadsheet will contain details

of officials attending the championships.

Heads of delegations are also reminded to submit as soon as possible a

completed 2012 World Championships Terms of Responsibility Form.

Competitors should complete a 2012 KBI World Championships Competitors
Registration Form and the Declaration of Medical Conditions That May
Require Emergency Measures and submit it, with the appropriate fee, to their
head of delegation. By signing the form competitors will be deemed to have
read and understood the notes and disclaimers. For competitors under 18 years
on the 30 April 2012 the form should be countersigned by a parent or guardian.
The entry categories are appended to the registration form.
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The registration fees are:
1. For adults: £60:00 GBP (unlimited events).
2. For competitors under 17 years on 30 April 2012:
£30:00 GBP per event or £50:00 GBP (unlimited events).

Officials should complete a 2012 World Championships Officials Registration
Form and submit it to their head of delegation.

All officials MUST hold a current WKF recognised qualification and MUST
present evidence of the qualification held to the Chief Referee in order to be
considered for selection to officiate at the championships.

Registration Fees must be received by KBI Wales not later than midnight on 30
April 2012.

Further guidance will be issued in due course regarding the procedures for
submitting details of registrations and the payment of fees to KBI Wales.
